County Engineering Department - shall mean the County Highway Engineer, or any such persons designated by the County Highway Engineer to carry out the duties as described to the County Engineering Department.


4.
Proprietor - shall be as described in Section 102(h) of Act No. 288, Public Acts of 1967, as amended.  Proprietor shall also mean the owner/s, partnership, etc., that have controlling ownership of the submitted plat.

5.
Land Surveyor or Professional Engineer - shall be as described in Section 102(o) of Act 




No. 288, Public Acts of 1967, as amended.


6.
Plat - shall be the land being subdivided even if the land is not actually being platted.


7.
M.D.O.T. - shall be the abbreviation for “Michigan Department of Transportation.”


8.
A.S.T.M. - shall be the abbreviation for “American Society for Testing Materials.”


9.
A.A.S.H.T.O. - shall be the abbreviation for “American Association of State Highway 




and Transportation Officials.”


10.
Standard Plans & Specifications - shall be a reference to the current edition of the 





“Standard Plans and Specifications for Highway Construction” of the Michigan 






Department of Transportation.

II.
PROCEDURE

A.
PRELIMINARY PLAT LAYOUT

Two (2) 24” x 36” copies of the Preliminary Plat Layout shall be submitted to the Engineering Department of the Barry County Road Commission for review and approval.  


1.
Preliminary Plat Layout

The Preliminary Plat Layout shall meet the requirements shown as follows:


a.
Name of the proposed plat and legal description of the area to be platted.


b.
Name, address and telephone number of the proprietor.


c.
Layout of any proposed additions or phases to the subdivision.


d.
Name, address and telephone number and seal of the Registered Land Surveyor under whose supervision the plat was prepared.


e.
Scale of not less than 1” = 100’

f.
Topographic contour lines shown at U.S.G.S. datum with not more than 2’ intervals.


g.
Street layout showing street names and right-of-way dimensions.  Minimum right-of-way requirements (more may be required as deemed necessary by the Board):





Plat Street – 66’




Secondary (Local) Road – 86’




Primary Road – 100’

h.
Street layout to be compatible with existing adjoining street system and to provide a continuous circuit.


i.
Adjoining land use to be indicated.  Note adjoining recorded plats, streets,



streams, railroads, utility easements, cemeteries, parks, county drains, etc.


j.
Indicate direction of drainage flow.


k.
No driveway access from platted lots onto county roads, unless otherwise approved by the County Engineering Department.


l.
Intersection legs to have a minimum of 100’ straight-away and meet at 90 degrees.


m.
Cul-de-sacs for Residential Plats - Minimum right-of-way diameter – 120’.  Minimum diameter back-to-back of curb – 80’.


n.
Cul-de-sacs for Industrial-Commercial Plats.  Minimum right-of-way diameter – 150’.  Minimum diameter back-to-back of curb – 100’

2.
Preliminary Plat Layout Approval

If all of the requirements have been met, and/or necessary changes made, the proposed plat be given “Preliminary Approval”, subject to the satisfactory construction of all streets.  A letter will be sent by the Engineering Department of the Barry County Road Commission to the Proprietors Engineer giving the proposed plat “Preliminary Approval”.

3.
Expiration of Preliminary Plat Layout Approval


If, after two (2) years of the date of approval of the Preliminary Plat Layout, the proposed plat has not proceeded to Final Approval, a new Preliminary Plat Layout must be submitted for approval.

B.
ROAD & DRAINAGE PLANS

After the Preliminary Plat Layout has been approved, two (2) 24” x 36” copies of the Road and Drainage Plans shall be submitted for approval.


1.
Road & Drainage Plans


The Road & Drainage Plans shall meet the requirements shown as follows:


a.
Name of the proposed plat


b.
Name, address, telephone number, signature, and seal of the Registered Professional Civil Engineer under whose supervision the plans were prepared.


c.
Plan:  Scale of not more than 1” – 50’


Profile:  Scale of not more than 1” – 50’ horizontal & 1” – 5’ vertical



Cross Section:  Refer to Typical Section as shown in Section V



Contour Lines:  Refer to U.S.G.S. Datum.  Intervals not greater than 2’

d.
Show soil boring log and include note regarding removal of unsuitable material.


e.
Indicate M.D.O.T. number designations on structures and appurtenances.


f.
Design of streets and roads to be in accordance with Section III, “STREET STANDARDS,” of these Requirements and Specifications.


2.
Road & Drainage Plan Approval

If all of the requirements have been met, and/or necessary changes made, the proposed plat be given “Road & Drainage Plan Approval”, subject to the satisfactory construction of all streets.  A letter will be sent by the Engineering Department of the Barry County Road Commission to the Proprietors Engineer giving the proposed plat “Road & Drainage Plan Approval”.


3.
Notice to Proceed with Construction


Included in the “Road & Drainage Plan Approval” letter above will be a “Notice to Proceed with Construction”.  Work on the streets of a plat shall not begin prior to receiving said notice.  Construction shall also be subject to dates and weather conditions listed herein or specified by the County Highway Engineer.

4.
Expiration of Road & Drainage Plan Approval


If, after two (2) years of the date of approval of the Road & Drainage Plans, the proposed plat has not proceeded to Final Approval, new Road & Drainage Plans must be submitted for approval.


C.
FEE

A non-refundable fee of $3000.00 ($20,000 for Plats approved prior to construction) shall be submitted with the Preliminary Plat Layout for Plats containing new roads.  The fee for Plats that do not involve any new roads shall be $250.00.  This fee is intended to cover the review for compliance of the Preliminary Plat Layout, the Road and Drainage Plans, Construction Inspection, Signage, Testing and the Final Plat Approval..  Any additional fees incurred by the Barry County Road Commission over the $3000 fee will be paid by the Proprietor prior to final acceptance.  The Proprietor shall also deposit with the Road Commission a $10,000 bond good for five years after final approval.  This bond shall be able to be collected on, at the sole discretion of the Barry County Road Commission for any damages, including erosion, to the streets, drainage structures or Right of Ways.  Upon final acceptance and completion of construction any balance not used shall be returned to the Proprietor upon request.

D.
FINAL APPROVAL

When all streets and drainage structures have been satisfactorily constructed or an Irrevocable Letter of Credit is provided to insure completion of said construction, all necessary easements provided, all fees been paid, and all other platting requirements have been met, the Engineering Department shall recommend to the Board that the “Final Plat” be approved and signed.


E.
IRREVOCABLE LETTER OF CREDIT

The Board may agree to approve and sign the FINAL PLAT before construction of the streets within the subdivision are completed, provided that an Irrevocable Letter of Credit from an approved bank naming the Barry County Road Commission as the beneficiary is given to the Board to insure that the construction of said streets/roads will be completed within one year of the date of signing the FINAL PLAT.  This is strongly discouraged and will only be allowed under circumstances deemed necessary by the Board.


The Irrevocable Letter of Credit shall be for an amount not to be less than 150% of the estimated remaining construction costs, as approved by the Board. 


F.
TRAFFIC CONTROL SIGNS & STREET NAME SIGNS

The Road Commission shall install, at the Proprietor’s expense, all necessary traffic control signs and street name signs..

G.
DAMAGE REPAIR


The Proprietor shall be responsible for repairing any damage to plat streets during the course of their construction and for a period of 5 years after the Board has approved the FINAL PLAT.  This responsibility shall include damage caused by erosion.  Failure to repair any damages requested by the Road Commission shall result in the Board of County Road Commissioners collecting on the bond as stated in the “FEE” section above.

H.
AS BUILT PLANS

A set of reproducible “As Built” plans showing all of the plat street construction details including utility locations must be submitted if significant changes were made during construction.  These plans shall be signed and sealed by a Civil Engineer registered in the State of Michigan.

III.
STREET STANDARDS

A.
INTRODUCTION

All platted public streets shall be built to Barry County Road Commission standards.  The Road and Drainage Plans submitted for approval shall be prepared under the supervision of, and be signed and sealed by a Civil Engineer, Registered in the State of Michigan.


B.
STREET/ROAD LAYOUT


The Street Layout & Design shall meet the requirements shown as follows:


1.
General


The street layout shall fit the pattern established by adjacent roads and streets.  All existing public roads and streets that terminate at the boundaries of the proposed plat must be connected with the street system of the proposed plat. The layout of streets in the proposed plat shall provide a continuous circuit for travel except, when in the opinion of the Board of County Road Commissioners; the lands to be subdivided are limited in area or are subject to natural barrier.  In such cases cul-de-sacs conforming to the Barry County Road Commission standards may be used.  Cul-de-sac streets are considered undesirable and should be avoided where possible.  Intersections shall not be permitted less than 250 feet apart.  Adequate traffic safety shall be provided as approved by the County Engineering Department in laying out streets in the plat which enter existing county roads.  Intersections of platted streets entering county roads shall not be permitted less than 660 feet apart.  Lots bordering on a county road shall have access to a platted street and the plat shall contain a restriction requiring driveways to connect to the platted street only, unless otherwise approved by the County Engineering Department.


2.
Names

All streets which are an extension of existing streets or roads must carry the name of those in existence.  A street name shall not be adopted which may be confused with a similarly named street within the County.  Other streets shall be given such names as the owner may chose, subject to the approval of Barry County Planning and Zoning.


3.
Plat Boundary

Plats that do not connect to an existing public road will not be approved.  Plats fronting on roads whose rights-of-way have been dedicated to the public shall be platted to the existing right-of-way line.  The description of the plat shall be to the centerline of all roads that bound the plat.


4.
Improvements

The developer must improve all streets within the plat to the standards set forth herein.  Outlots intended for future development are allowed provided that the layout of the proposed additions are shown on the Plans.  


C.
RIGHT-OF-WAY


1.
Streets

New platted streets shall have a minimum right of way of 66 feet in Residential Plats and 86 feet in Commercial-Industrial Plats.  Cul-de-sac right of way shall be 60 feet minimum radius in Residential Plats and 75 feet minimum radius in Commercial\Industrial Plats.


2.
Easements

Right-of-way shall be provided for all drainage courses in and across the property to be platted.  The location and width shall be shown on the plat and marked “Drainage Easement” or “Drainage and Underground Utilities Easements”.  In general “Drainage Easements” shall be a minimum of 20 feet in width and “Drainage and Underground Utilities Easements” shall be a minimum of 20 feet in width.  Rights-of-way or “Easements-to-cross” shall be provided where newly platted streets cross railroad tracks.  Approval must be obtained from the Michigan Department of Transportation for the new crossings.  Full width surfacing between the rails and to the end of the ties, satisfactory to the railroad concerned and to the Barry County Road Commission shall be provided.  Grading Easements, when necessary, may be requested by the Board along existing roads & streets.  Snow Removal Easements a minimum of 30’ shall be placed at the end of any cul-de-sac.

D.
DESIGN DETAILS

Materials and construction shall comply with the Michigan Department of Transportation current “Standard Plans & Specifications for Highway Construction” as modified herein by the Barry County Road Commission, and/or by the Road Commission’s “Standard Cross Sections & Standard Plans”.

1. Material Requirements

Subgrade materials shall meet Class II standard specifications.  Aggregate base shall be 22A classification.  Bituminous Base shall be specified as 20AA and binder content shall have a minimum of 5.6 percent.  Bituminous Surface shall be specified as 36A and binder content shall have a minimum of 6.3 percent.  The design binder grade shall be 64-22 without RAP and the design binder grade shall be 64-28 with RAP.  RAP shall not exceed 22 percent.  Air voids shall be 3.0 percent.  Asphalt mix designs shall be submitted prior to construction.  

2.
Typical Sections

Street and cul-de-sac design in Residential Plats shall conform to the minimum requirements shown on the Barry County Road Commission Typical Sections for “Residential Plat Roads in Sandy Soils”, “Residential Plat Roads in Poorly Drained Soils”, and “Residential Cul-de-Sac”.  Street and cul-de-sac design in Commercial or Industrial Plats shall conform to the minimum requirements shown on the Barry County Road Commission Typical Sections for “Commercial/Industrial Plat Roads in Sandy Soils”, “Commercial/Industrial Plat Roads in Poorly Drained Soils”, and “Commercial/Industrial Cul-de-Sac”.  The Typical Sections for “Intersection with County Roads” and “Storm Sewer” shall apply to both Residential and Commercial/Industrial Plats.


Commercial Plats shall have asphalt pavements designed in accordance with the AASHTO Interim Structural Pavement Design Procedure Adopted for All Season County Roads.  This shall be based on expected ESAL for a design life of 30 years with minimum thickness as shown in the Commercial Typical Sections.



3.
Street Grades

a.
Minimum street grade shall be 1.0%.  Maximum grade shall be 6.0%.


b.
Permanent cul-de-sacs shall be constructed on a sufficient grade to insure a minimum 1.0% grade along the flow line of the gutter while maintaining 2% crown.  The grade on any cul-de-sac should not exceed +3% in any direction away from the cul-de-sac, for a distance of 100’ from its center.


c.
For intersections, the percent grade on the non through approaches shall be -1% or +1% for a distance of at least 100’.  This is to provide a relatively flat place for vehicles to stop and start.


4.
Alignment

a.
Horizontal


Horizontal curves in platted streets which appear to be continuous, or which appear to be main outlets for future development shall have a minimum centerline radius of 400’.  On non-through streets a minimum centerline radius of 100’ will be allowed.


b.
Vertical


Vertical alignment shall have a design speed of 35 mph or greater.


5.
Superelevation

a.
Superelevation is not allowed.  Design speeds for curves must be obtained by 
using larger radii to compensate for 2% crown in the roadway.


6.
Intersections

a.
Intersections will not be allowed on horizontal curves, all other intersection must have a minimum of a 40 foot radius with an asphalt valley gutter or a minimum of a 30’ radius when using concrete curb and gutter.   Other changes must be approved by the Barry County Road Commission.

b.
On platted streets that intersect a county road, intersection curb shall be located 26 from the centerline of the county road to the back of the curb, to provide for a deceleration and acceleration lane.  A minimum 50’ long deceleration lane shall be provided with an additional 150’ minimum taper.  A minimum 50’ long acceleration taper shall be provided.  A passing flare may be required as directed by the County Engineering Department.  See Typical Section for Intersection with County Roads.


c.
Minimum curb opening of 36’ shall be used on the platted street at intersections with county roads or state highways.

7. Drainage

A Drainage District for underground drainage structures, pipes, detention ponds, leaching basins, manholes, culverts, catch basins, etc. shall be established through the Barry County Drain Commission.  All underground drainage design and details must be approved by the Barry County Drain Commission.
 
a.
Catch basin grates shall be used according to the following:




Bituminous Valley Gutter

EJIW 7065 or 7390 or equal




Concrete Curb and Gutter

EJIW 7065 or 7030 or equal


b.
Strength classifications for sewer pipe with cover from 2 feet to 5 feet shall be in accordance with Standard Design 9A, except that the lateral connectors shall be minimum C-76-III or ANS-12.


c.
A separate underdrain, if required, shall be placed parallel to the storm sewer and carried to the nearest manhole.  Underdrain shall be 6” diameter minimum when used as a parallel facility and 8” minimum diameter when used alone.


d.
The storm sewer system shall have a positive outlet into a natural body of water, stream, county drain or other approved drainage facility.  Culvert end-sections and riprap should be used at all inlets and outlets.


e.
Where surface water runoff from plat streets is intended to cross private property, the Proprietor shall provide a drainage easement from the owner(s) of said property to the Barry County Drain Commissioner.


f.
Storm water retention ponds within the road right-of-way will not be allowed.


g.
Leaching Basins will not be allowed.


h. Open drainage will not be allowed in the form of ditches along the sides of platted streets.  Open drainage may be used from gutter outlets across the platted land if contained in a drainage easement.

8.   Right-Of-Way Treatment 


a.
Streets shall be graded and cleared to the full right-of-way width.  Slopes no steeper than 1 on 4, will be permitted within the right of way.


b.
All unpaved areas within the Plat shall be seeded, fertilized and mulched.


c.
No structures shall be allowed on the right-of-way.  Ever-burning gas lights, street lights, plat ornamental monuments, and other advertising signs are not allowed on the right-of-way.


d.
Utilities in the right-of-way shall be shown on the plans.


9.
Density Requirements

The following densities shall be obtained by standard methods of compaction:




Embankment 95% of Maximum Unit Weight - M.D.O.T. Spec. 2.08.11 




Subbase 95% of Maximum Unit Weight - M.D.O.T Spec. 2.11




Aggregate Base 98% of Maximum Unit Weight - M.D.O.T. Spec. 3.01.07


10.
Clearing, Removal of Trees, Brush, Roots and Topsoil


All brush, shrubs, trees and the roots thereof shall be entirely removed from within the road right-of-way of all streets in the proposed plat.  Trees which do not interfere with the construction and maintenance of the street and are classified as valuable by the County Engineering Department may remain with his approval.  All topsoil within the roadway shall be removed before grading.  This topsoil, free from roots and debris, if classified as fertile may be used to cover disturbed areas.

11. Topsoil, Seeding and Mulching

The methods and time of seeding and mulching shall meet the requirements of the current M.D.O.T. Spec.  All disturbed areas shall be covered with a minimum of four (4) inches of fertile topsoil.
E. INSPECTION & TESTING REQUIREMENTS
1. Inspections may be made by the County Engineering Department prior to and during any construction operations.  Any road cuts made after the placing of the aggregate base shall be properly backfilled and compacted.
2. Inspection by the County Engineering Department shall not relieve the Proprietor’s Engineer of any of his/her obligations.  The Proprietor’s Engineer shall inform the County Engineering Department of the various stages of any construction within the street right of way, and keep them informed as the work progresses.  The Proprietor’s Engineer shall furnish copies of laboratory and field test results, inspection reports, and related information regarding the quality and progress of the work to the Engineering Department in a timely manner during the course of construction.  

3. The Proprietor’s Engineer shall set and check grade and alignment, supervise all construction, and make all inspections necessary during all phases of construction to verify that proper materials and construction methods are used, and that the work conforms to the approved plans and specifications.

4. Construction on, or use of, frozen material will not be approved.

5. Minimum testing requirements shall be documented by the Proprietor’s Engineer as follows:
a. Subgrade – visual inspection that all unstable material is removed.  Uncertain situations may warrant soil borings and /or testing of questionable soils.  A minimum 2% slope in the subgrade surface shall be constructed from the centerline to the edge of the subgrade in sandier soils and 5% minimum slope in heavy soils. (See Typicals).



6.
Minimum testing requirements shall be done through the firm contracted with the Barry County Road Commission and shall be paid for by the Proprietor.




a.
Subbase – one sieve analysis per 2,000 or less cubic yards of material.  Density tests shall be taken at least once every 400 lineal feet per lift per lane of roadway unless other is approved by the Barry County Road Commission.  Frequency of density test may be increased if compaction is a problem and decreased if consistent acceptable compaction is obtained.  This includes granular material under the concrete curb and gutter.

b. Aggregate Base – one sieve analysis per 1,000 or less cubic yards of 22A aggregate Density test same as for the subbase.

c. Concrete Curb & Gutter – proper base construction, air, slump, and strength tests of concrete.  The concrete shall be tested at least once in the A.M. and once in the P.M.  Air content at least once every two hours.
d. Bituminous Mixtures – one extraction/gradation test (ASTM D2172, AASHTO T30) per 1,000 tons of each mixture, and/or a minimum of one extraction/gradation per day for each mixture.  Pavement compaction/density is to be determined on site using a nuclear density gage.  Density shall be no less than 94.0 percent.

e. The Road Commission may require additional samples and tests at its sole discretion for any materials used in construction.

f. All costs for testing shall be borne by the Proprietor.
IV.
PROPRIETOR’S ENGINEER’S CERTIFICATION
The Proprietor’s Engineer shall provide the Barry County Road Commission with a signed a sealed copy of a certificate (See Page 17 for sample) stating that all streets have been built in accordance with the plans and that all materials and construction methods were in compliance with the specifications.

V.

ACCEPTANCE & MAINTENANCE
1. After construction of the roads, streets, alleys and drains is completed, the Proprietor shall furnish the Road Commission with a letter requesting an inspection by the County Engineering Department, the certificate from the Proprietor’s Engineer, a set of as built plans reflecting field changes, and a letter from the Barry County Drain Commissioner stating the storm drainage system within the plat is a part of the County drain system.

2. If the work is not complete and acceptable, the Proprietor and the Proprietor’s Engineer will be notified by the County Engineering Department as to the deficiency.  The County Engineering Department will make a reinspection of the work after being notified by the Proprietor that the deficiencies have been corrected.

3. Approval of any construction phase by the County Engineering Department does not guarantee acceptance by the Board or relieve the Proprietor of responsibilities or liabilities incurred by the development of the plat.
4. When all plat procedures have been completed satisfactorily, the Final Plat will be recommended by the County Engineering Department for signature by the Board.

5. The Barry County Road Commission will assume maintenance of the street(s) upon formal acceptance of the subdivision or plat by the Board of County Road Commissioners of Barry County and after the plat has been recorded at the Barry County Register of Deeds.  All unplatted subdivisions shall require a Warranty Deed which deeds the road and right of way to the Barry County Road Commission.  
6. In no case will a partial acceptance of a street in the plat be given for maintenance. 

VI.
GENERAL NOTES

(To be shown on Road & Drainage Plans and Road Construction plans)


1.
The performance of this work shall be governed by the Michigan Department of Transportation current “Standard Plans & Specifications for Highway Construction” as modified and/or by the requirements of the Barry County Road Commission’s Standard Cross Sections & Standard Plans.


2.
The Barry County Road Commission and any affected agency or utility shall be notified a minimum of 48 hours prior to the starting work on the plat.  This notification will also be required for the start of the storm sewer, subbase, aggregate base, each bituminous layer, etc.


3.
Traffic signs, flares, barricades, or other devices necessary to insure safety to the public shall be placed prior to the beginning of work.


4.
Treatment of peat marshes shall be subject to the approval of the County Engineering Department.  Treatment could include partial excavation but full excavation may be required.


5.
Where unsuitable material is encountered, it shall be excavated the width of the subgrade, plus an additional 4’ each side, to a depth of 4 below finished grade and wasted.  Backfill shall be Class II Granular material or as approved by the County Engineering Department.


6.
Where unforeseen subsoil conditions warrant it, sewer pipe underdrain shall be placed during construction.


7.
Outlets of storm sewers, ditches, and areas where concentrations of runoff occur shall be protected against erosion by sodding, placing rip-rap, or other means approved by the County Engineering Department.


8.
The subgrade and each successive improved layer of material shall be checked and approved by the Road Commission prior to placing subsequent layers.  The Road Commission shall be given reasonable notice of time the grade will be ready for checking.


9.
The road/street plans shall include sufficient soil borings to determine soil characteristics.  Sub base correction in addition to that shown on the Typical Sections shall be provided where directed by the County Engineering Department.


10.
Aggregate Base Courses and Class AA Approaches shall be placed and compacted in accordance with Barry County Road Commission specifications.


11.
No Bituminous Surfacing to be placed before May 5th or after November 1st, without written approval of the County Engineering Department.


12.
All Bituminous Surfaces shall be placed and compacted in accordance with the current MDOT Standard Specifications for Construction.


13.
Asphalt weight tickets for each load shall be furnished to the Road Commission at the time of placement.


14.  All underground drainage, catch basins, manholes and detention areas shall be dedicated to      the Barry County Drain Commission
